This year (2008) GOAL stepped 
forward and offered to make an event out of the drawing process much like the 
organization has done with the Division's annual waterfowl hearings held every 
August.

7:00: Presentation by DFW staff on 2007 Deer Harvest Review, Explanation of the 
Antlerless Permits and Questions and Answer period on Massachusetts whitetail deer 
management. 
 
7:45: Antlerless Permit Drawings conducted by the Lenox Sportsmen's Club Junior 
Shooters 
 
The Awarding of the Recipe Contest Winners will take place after the conclusion of 
the presentation and permit drawings. 
 
At this year's drawing event GOAL is starting what we hope to become an annual 
contest for those who consider their game recipes to be some of the best. For this 
first year we are going to start simple with two categories: 
 
1. Game Chili
